NATIONAL IMPLICATIONS RIDING ON GSC MATCHUP

Tonight's contest represents a circled matchup on Blazer Nation calendars since Valdosta State fell to the West
Georgia Wolves in a tight Division Il playoff showdown last November.

Each team enters the weekend with 1-1 Gulf South Conference record, and tonight's 36th showdown between
the two programs marks the first time the two teams have met at Bazemore-Hyder Stadium since the 2014 season.

West Georgia (4-1, 1-1 GSC) enters the contest on the heels of a heartbreaking GSC loss to the league-leading
Lions of North Alabama on Saturday. The Wolves took an early 7-3 lead in the contest and held the lead throughout a
majority of the game. The Lions kept the contest close, however, and struck for a touchdown inside the two-minute
mark to take a 24-23 lead. UWG's final opportunity came up short on a missed field goal from 22 yards out, and UNA
escaped with the victory.

Offensively, the Wolves enter Saturday’s game with two of the league’s top-five running backs. Lemarcus
Franks currently ranks second in the league with an average of 72.4 yards per game and 362 total rushing yards in
five games played. Meanwhile, Devonta Jackson falls in not far behind with 348 total yards for an average of 69.6
yards per game.

On the defensive side, West Georgia leads the league in both scoring defense with 14.8 points allowed per game
and total yards allowed per game with an average of 281.6. In addition, the defensive line is led by linebacker Dylan
Donahue, who currently leads the league in both tackles for loss (10.5) and sacks. His sack total, in fact, represents
the second highest in all of Division II.

For the Blazers (3-1, 1-1 GSC), Valdosta State will aim to carry over from their most convincing win of the 2016
season, a 48-10 triumph over Kentucky State last Saturday in Waycross, Ga.

ONE OF THE BEST SINCE 2000

Much of the Blazers' all-time winning percentage ranking
can be attributed to Valdosta State’s play since the beginning
of the 2000 season, as only two Division Il teams have won
more games during that period. The Blazers have tallied 157
wins over the course of the last 15 seasons, behind only
Grand Valley State’s 182 and Northwest Missouri State’s
179.GVSU (.848), NMSU (.850) and Tuskegee (.805) are the
only teams with a better winning percentage than Valdosta
State’s .796.

BLAZERS PICKED TO FINISH FIFTH IN GSC

Preseason All-Gulf South Conference pick Kenny Moore and
the Valdosta State football team will enter the 2016 campaign
with something to prove, according to a poll taken of the Gulf
South Conference coaches, as the Blazers were picked to fin-
ish fifth in the league in a release by the GSC on Wednesday.

Despite a preseason national ranking at No. 13 in the 2016
Lindy’s Sports Magazine Preseason Division Il poll, the Blazers
picked up two third place votes, four fourth place votes and
two fifth place votes for 40 total points. As a result, VSU
trailed Delta State, who fell into fourth place with 46 points
(one second place vote, five third place votes, one fourth place
vote, one fifth place vote). Florida Tech edged out DSU by a
narrow margin in third place with 48 points (two first place
votes, one second place vote, one third place vote, three fourth
place votes, one fifth place vote), while North Alabama came
in second with 53 points (six second place votes, one third
place vote, one fourth place vote). West Georgia topped the
preseason list for the second straight season with 63 points
(seven first place votes, one second place vote).

Rounding out the pollin the bottom four positions were West
Alabama in sixth place with 26 points, followed by Mississippi
College, West Florida, and Shorter in the bottom three with

21,16, and 11 points, respectively.

ONE BLAZER NAMED PRESEASON ALL-GSC

As for individual honors, the Blazers were represented by
Moore, a local product out of Lowndes High School who is
preparing for his senior season. Moore established himself
as one of the top defensive backs in the GSC after a stellar
2015 season, in which the Titletown native snatched three
interceptions and returned two for touchdowns. Addition-
ally, Moore recorded a career high 51 tackles last season to
extend his career total beyond the century mark at 108, and
earned AIl-GSC and All-Super Region Il honors as a result.
Moore was one of just five defensive players to be chosen
as a unanimous pick in the poll, voted on each preseason by
coaches throughout the GSC.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Overall, VSU has tallied a 95-34-1 record all-time in non-
conference games, a winning percentage of .731in non-GSC
games.

Under former head coach David Dean, VSU compiled a
37-7 record and an .860 winning percentage during his nine
year stint. Of the six losses under Dean, three came against
GSC foes during the NCAA playoffs, which rendered the
contest a non-conference matchup.

Current head coach Kerwin Bell has one non-conference
game under his belt with Valdosta State, a contest he won
against the Albany State Golden Rams, 16-7, in the 2016
season opener.

THE BLAZERS AT HOME

Valdosta State has won 146 of 193 games, with 44
losses and one tie (.756), on its home field since beginning
foothall in 1982. The Blazers are an impressive 136-44-1
(.751) at Bazemore-Hyder Stadium and have a 9-4 (.692) at
Martin Stadium.

VSU has gone undefeated at home seven times (5-0 in
2006, 6-0 in 2004, 9-0 in 2002, 5-0 in 1995, 8-0in 1994,
3-0-1in 1992 and 5-0 in 1986) in its 29-year history. The
Blazers have been particularly successful at home since the
beginning of the 2000 season as they have tallied a 77-19
record (.802) during that span.

THE GSC IN THE NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP

Only three teams in the Gulf South Conference have
made appearances in the Division |l National Champion-
ship. Delta State appeared in both the 2000 and 2010
title games, while North Alabama (1985, ‘93, ‘94, “95)
and Valdosta State (2002, ‘04, ‘07, 12) have each ap-
peared four times. The Blazers and the Lions have each
won three titles, and DSU has won once.

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A new era of Blazer football began in 2016 with Kerwin

Bell at the helm, as Bell was announced as Valdosta
State’s next head football coach by Valdosta State Athletic
Director Herb Reinhard in January.

Bell, a Mayo, Fla. native and graduate of Lafayette
County High School, joins the program with extensive
coaching experience after having coached at Jacksonville
University for nine years, while leading the NCAA Football
Championship Series program to a 66-35 record during
his time there. Under his direction, the Dolphins won
two Pioneer Football League championships, set a PFL
record with 16 consecutive wins, and led the team to the
best record in school history during the Dolphins’ 10-1
run in 2010.

His responsibilities at JU included roles as the team’s
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach, which
produced a high-powered offense that led to big numbers
in each of his nine seasons. During the aforementioned
2010 PFL championship season, Jacksonville led the
nation in total offense with an average of 486 yards per
game and also in scoring with an average of 42.2 points
per game.

Bell’s coaching experience dates back to 1990, when he
began his coaching career as a graduate assistant coach
under Steve Spurrier at the University of Florida, where
he also played from 1983-87 while earning a Psychology
degree and serving as the team’s quarterback. In his four
years as a Gator, Bell constructed a career that consisted
of an SEC Freshman of the Year honor in 1984 after
leading the Gators to a 9-1-1 record. He accumulated
7,586 career passing yards and 56 touchdowns in
his time at Florida, which ultimately landed him in
the UF Athletic Hall of Fame in 1997.

After completing a professional playing career
inthe 1990’s thatincluded time in the National
Football League, the Canadian Football League,
and the World League of American Football,

Bell returned to a coaching career as an
offensive coordinator for the Toronto
Argonauts, where he served for
two seasons before coaching at

Trinity Catholic High School
in Ocala, Fla. until his time
began at JU, where he posted
9-2 records in both 2014
and 2015.

“I am very pleased and
excited to have Kerwin join
Valdosta State University and our Blazer football
program,” stated Reinhard. “He has enjoyed success as
a head coach and he has considerable ties in Georgia
and Florida. His teams are exciting to watch, and [
am confident that he will build on our wonderful
foundation of football success.”
