Dixon First Team All-GSC. Mitch-
ell ranks among the league’s
best in total points (462, 4th),
points per game (16.5, 4th), field
goal percentage (50.9 percent,
2nd), and rebounds per game
(8.4, 7th). She has racked up 10
double-doubles on the year and
has recorded three GSC Player
of the Week honors. Samone’
Dixon, meanwhile, is the top
three-point shooter in the
league with an average of 42.0
percent from behind the arc.
She ranks 23rd in the country in
the same category.

® Head Coach Carley Kuhns was
also honored on Monday for
her first season’s success, as she
was named the GSC Coach of
the Year.

¢ A red hot Valdosta State team
enters Super Tuesday having
won nine of their last ten games.
The Lady Blazers are seeded at
No. 2 in the GSC Tournament,
and hold a current South Region
ranking of No. 8.

¢ Tuesday’s contest marks the
third of the season between VSU
and DSU. The Lady Blazers have
defeated the Lady Statesmen
twice this season, with their
last victory coming in a 48-38
triumph over Delta State on
February 4th in Cleveland, Miss.
The matchup marks the 37th in
the history of the two programs,
with DSU holding an 8-36 advan-
tage in the all-time series.

Carley Kuhns was named the Head Coach of the
women’s basketball program at Valdosta State prior to
the start of the 2016-17 season.

Kuhns, and a 2015 Blazer Athletics Hall of Fame in-
ductee, will take over at VSU following a six year stint as
an assistant coach at Belmont, where she helped lead
the Bruins to an Ohio Valley Conference Championship
in 2015-16 and the program’s second NCAA Tournament
appearance in the history of Bruin Basketball. During
Kuhns’ tenure at Belmont, she participated heavily in
the program’s recruiting process, and five of her recruits
earned All-OVC recognition. In addition, Kuhns served as
an academics and compliance liaison while also adding

contributions with scouting, team workouts, camps, and
the training of perimeter players. Her efforts helped lead
the Bruins to a 24-9 record in 2015-16.

Kuhns went to the Bruins after completing a two-
year graduate assistantship at Valdosta State. While with
the Lady Blazers, she assisted with various components
of the program. Within one month of joining the Bruin
staff in 2010, Kuhns was named to the prestigious Gulf
South Conference All-Decade Second Team for her stellar
career on the hardwood at Valdosta State.

A former student-athlete at Valdosta State, Kuhns
constructed her Hall of Fame career and received numer-
ous honors from 2004 through 2008, including becoming
the first Lady Blazer since 2001 to be named a Kodak/
State Farm WBCA Honorable Mention All-American.
She also recorded 1,133 career points, the 16th-most in
program history and was a two-time First Team All-Gulf
South Conference selection. Her 262 three-pointers
earned the sharpshooter ownership of the school record
in the category and placed her 5th all-time in Gulf South
Conference history.

The illustrious playing career of Kuhns also helped
VSU earn a trip to the NCAA Division Il Sweet Sixteen
during her senior campaign with a 26-6 overall record.
She led the team in scoring, averaging 10.4 points per
game, and shot .373 percent from behind the three-
point arc that season. In her career, Kuhns also tallied 436
rebounds, 247 assists, 35 blocked shots, and 245 steals.

The approach with Kuhns at the helm is expected to
bring an energetic, fast paced style of basketball with an
effort to score quickly off the break on offense and put
heavy pressure on the ball on defense.

Kuhns earned her Bachelor’s in Physical Education
from Valdosta State in 2008 and completed her Master’s
in Higher Education Leadership in 2010. She and her hus-
band Matt, who also played basketball for Valdosta State,
have two daughters, Carsten (2) and Kyler (6 months).

— The women'’s basketball team of Valdosta State
produced their highest point total of the 2016-17 season on Saturday
afternoon in Ft.

CLEVELAND, Tenn. — On a cold, snowy weekend in Cleveland, Tenn., the
red hot Valdosta State women’s basketball team caught fire in the second
half on Saturday for an 80-78 comeback Gulf South Conference win over
the Lee Lady Flames.

The loss for Lee marked their first home loss of the 2016-17 season and
dropped the Lady Flames to 9-3 overall, 4-2 in GSC play.
